Event History 
The City of Chandler along with the American Service Animal Society (ASAS) and the Maricopa County Animal 
Care and Control (MCACC) host a unique community event  - Woofstock the Great Chandler Dog Walk.  This 
event was designed to bring out families and their canine friends to Tumbleweed Park to experience five hours of 
activities and fun. The demand was high for a community event of this nature from the dog lovers and our first 
time event proved that we hit the mark on all accounts, so we are back for a second time.  Woofstock – named after 
our four-legged friends, offered unique activities the entire family could enjoy.  Families or individuals could sign 
up to participate in a fundraising walk, which participants received a goodie bag filled with items for both the 
walker and their dog; pick out a new family pet at the mobile adoption bus; get some much needed vaccinations at 
a reduced price; listen to different bands play music that dogs could sing along to; stroll through a village of booths 
where folks could buy outfits for their lovable pets, receive information on rescue organizations or a new grooming 
company; participate in the pet costume parade; watch or try out one of three activities from the demonstration 
groups – AZ Disc Dogs, Blazin’ K9s Flyball, or Good Dog Agility; run loose in the mini bark park with their other 
friends; participate in one of two raffles to win one of over 40 prizes; and receive a free 5 x 7 photograph, pet 
massage, and visit with the pet psychic and caricature artist. The kids were also able to get their favorite animal 
painted on their face or made into a balloon figure.
