SUBJECT: WEST CHANDLER PARK NAME CHANGE

RECOMMENDATION: Approve transferring the name Nozomi Park from its current location to West Chandler
Park.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: West Chandler Park is 20-acres in size and is located within the square mile
bounded by Chandler Boulevard, 56™ Street, Pecos Road, and Kyrene Road (Attachment A). This park was
constructed in two phases. The aquatic facility which encompasses approximately 6-acres was constructed and
opened to the public in 1999. The remaining 14 acres was developed in 2003. This park is a community park and
ofters the following amenities: dog park, baseball fields, multi-purpose field, aquatic facility, picnic ramada, lighted
walking paths, parking, restroom and open turf space.

In 2004, the Parks and Recreation Board and City Council adopted a set of guidelines for the naming and re-naming
of parks (Attachment B). In 2005, the City Council approved the names for 13 parks. Included in this approval was
the naming of the 68-acre park site located at the southeast corner of Queen Creek and McQueen roads to Nozomi
Park (Attachment A).

Several months ago, Mr. Staples submitted a proposal to staff requesting that West Chandler Park be re-named to
Nozomi Park (Attachment C). However, because the name Nozomi Park had already been approved by council
action in 2005, the action Mr. Staples was requesting constituted a name transfer as opposed to a renaming of a park.
Mr. Staples was requested to follow the guidelines established for renaming a park particularly to determine
community support or opposition to the proposed name transfer. Staff feels that Mr. Staples has provided the
necessary information that shows support by the community for the park name transfer. If the park name transfer is
approved, park and aquatic signage will have to be changed which will cost approximately $3,000.00.

Transferring the name of Nozomi Park to the current West Chandler Park will require going through the park
naming process to select a new name for the park site currently identified as Nozomi Park.

At their November 1, 2011 meeting, the Parks and Recreation Board recommended that Council approve West
Chandler Park being known as Nozomi Park in the future (Attachment D).

PROPOSED MOTION: Move that the name Nozomi Park be transferred to the park currently known as West
Chandler Park.

RECOMMENDATION: Approve the renaming of West Chandler Park to Nozomi Park.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: West Chandler Park is 20-acres in size and is located within the
square mile bounded by Chandler Boulevard, 56" Street, Pecos Road, and Kyrene Road (Attachment A).
This park was constructed in two phases. The aquatic facility which encompasses approximately 6-acres
was constructed and opened to the public in 1999. The remaining 14 acres was developed in 2003. This
park is a community park and offers the following amenities: dog park, baseball fields, multi-purpose
field, aquatic facility, picnic ramada, lighted walking paths, parking, restroom and open turf space.

In 2004, the Parks and Recreation Board and City Council adopted a set of guidelines for the naming and
re-naming of parks (Attachment B). In 2005, the City Council approved the names for 13 parks.
Included in this approval was the naming of the 68-acre park site located at the southeast corner of Queen
Creek and McQueen roads to Nozomi Park (Attachment A).

Several months ago, Mr. Staples submitted a proposal to staft requesting that West Chandler Park be re-
named to Nozomi Park (Attachment C). Staff feels that Mr. Staples has provided the necessary
information that shows support by the community for the park name change according to the naming
guidelines adopted by Council. If the park name change is approved, park and aquatic signage will have
to be changed which will cost approximately $3,000.00.

The renaming of West Chandler Park to Nozomi Park will require going through the park naming process
to select a new name for the park site currently identified as Nozomi Park.

At their November 1, 2011 meeting, the Parks and Recreation Board recommended that Council approve
the re-naming of West Chandler Park to Nozomi Park (Attachment D).

CITY OF CHANDLER
PARK NAMING/RE-NAMING CRITERIA

I. PURPOSE

To establish a formal process and criteria for the Parks and Recreation Board of the City
of Chandler to evaluate requests for the naming of parks managed by the City of
Chandler Community Services Department. The Parks and Recreation Board, and or
subcommittee, shall review and evaluate all requests in accordance with the following
criteria, and provide insight and recommendations to the City Council for consideration
and approval.

II. PROCESS

On an annual basis, the Parks and Recreation Board shall be responsible for
recommending names for city parks to the City Council for consideration and approval.

To request a name for a specific park, an applicant shall submit a written request to the
Parks and Recreation Board via the Community Services staff on or before June 30" for
consideration during that year. The application should clearly state the name of the
requesting individual or organization along with the name, address and phone number of
a contact person. In addition to the information as stated in the criteria, the request shall
include the following:
1. Reasons for the proposed name.
2. Evidence of community support for the proposed name.
3. Petitions, if submitted, must state the intent and include printed names, signatures,
addresses, zip codes and telephone numbers of each signer as proof of residency.
4. All of the above must be submitted, via the Community Services staff, to the
Parks and Recreation Board for review.

Upon receipt of all information, the Parks and Recreation Board and or subcommittee
will review the request(s). Upon completion of the review, the request(s) will be placed
on the Parks and Recreation Board agenda for formal presentation and voting. The Parks
and Recreation Board shall forward no more than three name recommendations for each
park to the City Council. The City Council may accept the recommendations and shall
make a final selection, or return to the Parks and Recreation Board for further review.

III. CRITERIA FOR NAMING OR RE-NAMING PARKS

Names chosen for parks should meet one or more of the following criteria:

1. Named after something that is specifically unique to Chandler, the Valley or the
Southwest, i.e., desert flora, Indian or Mexican terminology, or the geographic
location of the park/facility.

2. Predominate physical features in or adjacent to the park.



3. An individual or group who has made exceptional contributions to the City of
Chandler. Exceptional contributions include:
a. Donation of the park property.
b. Donation of an amount of money equal to the value of the land for the

park.
¢. An amount of money that would provide for 51% or more of the park’s
development is donated.

The naming of parks should normally be done in conjunction with the community or
neighborhood that will be served. The Parks and Recreation Board will involve citizens
of Chandler in the process, whenever possible.

An attempt should be made to select the simplest names in terms of recognition, length,
and ease of pronunciation.

Although not encouraged, park names may be changed if properly justified and
recommended by the Parks and Recreation Board and approved by the City Council.

RE: Proposal to Rename “West Chandler Park” to “Nozomi Park”

Back in August 2005 I recommended the name “Nozomi Park” for one of the future parks slated
to be constructed in Chandler. I submitted the name to Dave McDowell, former Assistant
Community Services Director, and it was approved by the Board and the City Council in October
2005. See page 3 for background on park name.

Unfortunately funding for Nozomi Park disappeared when the economic crisis hit in 2006/2007
and the project was put on hold indefinitely.

In August 2011 the Parks department received additional funding from a property-tax increase
that will provide $9.1 million over the next ten years (2011-2021). However, restrictions state that
the funds can only be used to maintain existing parks and on construction for new parks UNDER
30 acres. Nozomi Park was slated to be 70 acres. Thus, the chances of this new park being
constructed in the next 10 years are slim to none.

With this understanding, I now propose that the City of Chandler take action and not let a good
idea and important gesture “die on the vine.” For all of the same reasons (and more) listed in the
original proposal, the West Chandler Park Community (my community) proposes that the City of
Chandler change the name of West Chandler Park to Nozomi Park.
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Why West Chandler Park?
e Itis the most geographically relevant of all Chandler Parks -- located on the border
between Chandler and the Gila River Indian Community (GRIC), the location of the
historic Gila River Japanese American Internment Camp.



Timing:

It has existing baseball fields ~ which ties into the story of baseball in the internment
camps that gave the community of 13,000 a sense of hope (thus the name “Nozomi”)

The name “West Chandler” has no historical significance, and appears to just be a generic
name based on geographic location.

Simplicity and low costs -- The only physical change needed to make the original Nozomi
Park concept plan complete are: 1) revised park signage, and 2) a historical kiosk (future
addition).

High volume of visitors — It is estimated that approximately 70 percent of the U.S.
population is not aware of WWII internment of Japanese Americans. Between the aquatic
center and the baseball fields, there is a lot of use of this park. If one of the intended goals
of Nozomi Park is to educate the public about this chapter of U.S. history, then this
location supports that goal.

Proposed change should occur sometime during Q4 to be in place by February 19, 2012, a
significant and historic milestone related to WWII, the 7ot anniversary of Executive
Order 9066, signed by FDR which made Japanese American internment possible

There is also a sense of urgency to act sooner than later, especially if another intention is
to honor those who were interned in Arizona. Many of those who were teenagers during
WWII are now in their early- to mid-80s. It would be nice to honor them while they are
still alive.

Process:

Meet with City of Chandler Parks & Rec Staff (August 2011)

Receive support from current “Nozomi Park” community (Queen Creek & McQueen) to
use name (i.e. Lantana Ranch Homeowners Association) (September 2011)

Receive support from “West Chandler Park” community to rename park to “Nozomi
Park” (September-October 2011)

Present proposal to the Chandler Parks & Rec Board (November 2011)

Upon P&R Board Approval, City Council meeting (November 2011)

Upon first glance, the word nozomi sounds like an Indian word, perhaps
one related to the O'odham (Pima) language (as their word for “little spring”
is the origin of the word arizona.) It is not an Indian word. Instead, the
word nozomi is Japanese for “hope” or “wish”. What is Japan’s connection
to Chandler, the Valley or the Southwest? It is a significant connection, one
often overlooked by Valley residents, both new and old.

During World War II, the United States government moved approximately
120,000 Japanese-Americans to internment camps across the American
Southwest, including more than 13,000 sent to the Gila River Indian
Community (Chandler’s neighbor’s to the south). Behind barbed wire, the
great game of baseball helped make life at the internment camps bearable
for many Japanese-Americans, as it bonded the war-time internees and
provided a sense of hope, normalcy and community pride.

November 10, 1945 marked the closing of the last internment camp in
Arizona and thus, the closing of the historic baseball “fields of hope” on the
Gila River Indian Community. The naming of a Chandler park “Nozomi”
will coincide with the 60t anniversary of the Gila River internment camp
closing, and provide all residents with an opportunity to remember and
reflect upon the significance of this important chapter in baseball, Arizona,
and U.S. history.

It is a simple gesture that could potentially generate goodwill among the
Asian-American community in Arizona, and also with our friends and
neighbors to the south, the Gila River Indian Community.

Evidence of
neighborhood or
community
support for the
name:

The Gila River Indian Community was involved in commemorative
activities for the 55t anniversary (in 2000), as the Internment is recognized
as a significant event in their history as well.

Chandler
is a wonderful, diverse city and naming the park Nozomi Park will further demonstrate
Chandler's commitment to history and diversity.

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Petitions push to name
Chandler park Japanese
word for hope

Chandler Parks Board member Bill Staples is
circulating petitions to change the name of
West Chandler Park to Nozomi - the Japanese
word for "hope."

It comes from his passion for the history of
World War Il Japanese internment camp
baseball. But Staples' effort is complicated
because six years ago he suggested the
same name for a future park site near
McQueen and Queen Creek roads and the
city approved it. Then budget cuts put new
park construction on indefinite hold.

Now he wants to transfer the title to an older
park so the name that means so much to him
won't fade away.

Nozomi "was inspired by the game of
baseball that was played behind barbed wire
in the camps,” he said. "The game gave an
entire community a sense of hope and
normalcy, making life bearable while being
unjustly incarcerated by their own country."
More than 30,000 American Japanese were
detained in Arizona from 1942 until 1945.
The Gila River camp was south of Chandler.

Staples said baseball fans have "adopted"
West Chandler Park and its three baseball
diamonds as cleanup volunteers. And since
the facility has a generic name, the change
would not likely draw opposition.

He is circulating petitions in neighborhoods

around the original Nozomi site and West
Chandler Park near Kyrene Road and
Chandler Boulevard and said he plans to
present them to the parks board for an
advisory vote Tuesday. The City Council
would have the final say. As part of his
request, Staples said he will bring a letter of
support from the Japanese American
Citizens League that reads, in part, "Several
of our 300 JACL Arizona Chapter members
were baseball players at the Gila River
internment camp and they always smile when
they reflect on their days playing ball at
camp as it was the only thing they looked
forward to participating in while they were
confined behind barbed wire. Baseball gave
these young men hope so the name Nozomi
(Japanese word for hope) would be a perfect
way to tie in baseball with an aspect of
history that many Arizonans are not aware
of."

Mickey Ohland, the city's parks development
manager, said Chandler has changed park
names before, but this would be the first
time an existing park took one from a
planned facility. Name changes aren't
encouraged but when someone makes a
request they have to give good reasons and
demonstrate resident support, he said.

Advertisement
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Two in recent history were altered at
residents’ requests because some felt the
previous names were inappropriate or
offensive. Vagabond Park near McQueen and
Warner roads was changed to Espee Park in
recognition of its proximity to the Southern
Pacific (SP) Railroad. Residents who sought
the change said the previous name conjured
up unpleasant images of shiftless hobos.
Canal Park near McQueen and Chandler
Heights roads was changed to Crossbow
Park at the request of the late John Irvine
who argued that the name "Canal" reminded
him of a red-light district. The park is next

to Crossbow Way.

There's nothing offensive about the name
West Chandler Park but Staples said he wants
the city to have a Nozomi Park while some of
those who played in the internment camps

are still alive. A perfect time to dedicate the
name would be February 2012, the 70th
anniversary of the start of Japanese-
American internment in Arizona, he said.

"The best baseball in Arizona during World
War |l was played inside these internment
camps," Staples said.

He should know. Besides being a parks

board member, Staples is board member of
the Nisei Baseball Research Project and
author of the biography "Kenichi Zenimura,
Japanese American Baseball Pioneer." He also
is the marketing and communications

director for the National Academy of Sports
Medicine.

him if he wanted to address the Board. Mr. Peterson responded that he did and noted the
following items.

l. Desert Breeze Park — Mr. Peterson complimented the parks crews, stating that Desert
Breeze Park has substantially improved, noting the addition of Desert Milkweed and Desert
Willow trees.

2. Mr. Peterson thanked the Parks Division for allowing him to attend the “Pruning and
Sustainability” class that was held at the Parks and Facilities location on Ryan Road. He also
mentioned that some plants at San Marcos Park are being sheared in such a manner that their
blooms are being cut off and he questioned why this is being done. The plants that do have
blooms on them are being visited quite extensively by the hummingbirds in the area. He
distributed some pictures to the Board to emphasize his point. Chairman Visser thanked Mr.
Peterson for speaking this evening and calling attention to the items.

4. BRIEFING
a. Mayor’s Youth Commission Update — Kevin Walberg and Varun Ramesh

Mickey Ohland introduced Kevin Walberg and Varun Ramesh from the Mayor’s Youth
Commission (MYC) to give this presentation to the Board.

Varun Ramesh began the discussion, noting that the Mayor’s Youth Commission (MYC) had
made some modifications to their bylaws. He stated there are now 19 members who serve for
two year terms. It is required that they all be high school students. By limiting terms to two
years it enables other students to participate on the Commission. Varun also reported several
events the Commission had been involved in during the past year. These included the Easter
Celebration, Day of Play, Ostrich Festival, Chandler Tennis Tournament, and the Halloween
Spooktacular. Varun reported that the MYC has received a community leadership award which
recognizes students who have actively participated in their community and in sports.



Kevin Walberg gave the following information. He reported that as the Board may know the
MYC hosted the Third Annual Teen Town Hall. Students from all Chandler schools were
invited to attend, including public and private schools, as well as Dobson, Corona del Sol and
Mountain Pointe. A total of 72 teens participated in the Teen Town Hall. Some of the schools
that were represented include: Hamilton, Perry, Chandler, E1 Dorado, and Basha.

This year’s topics for the Teen Town Hall were:  Academic Integrity, Activism,
Environmentalism, and Teen Abuse.

Their goal was to immerse students in the local government processes, issues and help them
create solutions for today. The MYC presented their group recommendations to the Mayor and
City Council in August. Mayor and Council asked the Commission to sclect a few
recommendations and implement them.

In the upcoming year the MYC will be volunteering at other community events which will
include: Woofstock, Polar Express, Parade of Lights, and the Adopt-a-Family program.

Kevin concluded the report by announcing the Fourth Annual Teen Town Hall is scheduled to
take place on April 5, 2012 at City Hall. Kevin added that he and Varun are open to any
suggestions and/or questions the Board may have.

Vice Chairman Peterson-Price said she was at the Teen Town Hall and was quite impressed with
all the ideas the students came up with. She thanked the young men for volunteering and was
pleased to have them give their report at the meeting tonight. Boardmember Harrell added his
thanks to the young men as well and stated it is very important to be involved in the community
and offer their services.

b. 2010-11 Fitness and Sports Facilities Annual Report - Sara Rathsack
c. 2010-11 Nature and Recreation Facilities Annual Report, Sandra Munoz-
Weingarten

Recreation Coordinators Sara Rathsack and Sandra Munoz-Weingarten presented these reports in
tandem. Sara advised that this past year their cost centers were merged with the one that was
eliminated. Cost Center 4551 now includes the Tumbleweed Recreation Center (TRC), Tennis
Center, Snedigar Recreation Center and the Adult Sports Program. She is proud to report that
participation numbers in those areas are up, revenues have increased, and no programs were
eliminated.

Recreation Coordinator Sandy Munoz-Weingarten addressed the Board. She reported that her
cost center, which was formerly the Environmental Education Cost Center, has been renamed to
Nature and Recreation Facilities. As a part of that merger it assumed the responsibilitics of the
Community Center, which includes Teen Programs, and the Senior Center, which includes the
Therapeutic Recreation (TR) program. (As a side note, Sandy mentioned two other TR events
that are coming up: the Unified Golf State Tournament, which involves a Special Olympic
athlete and a non-disabled partner teaming up as a pair. A total of 32 pairs will be playing in the
tournament; and then the upcoming Chandler Golf Challenge.)



Sandy, too, reported the merger went very well and classes and programs have continued full
speed ahead. There have been some renovations at the Senior Center which have made a
wonderful improvement. She informed the Board that Senior Center Manager, Denise Demaray
had retired. However, they are very fortunate to have Nancy Wagner, a coordinator from the
Snedigar Sportsplex, to head up the Senior Center now.

Boardmember Staples had a question for Sara Rathsack. He observed there was a 23% increase
in participation this year for the Tennis Center. Does Sara have something similar to that for the
TRC? Sara said she did, that the TRC had over a $ $120,000 increase in revenue, but would also
get that percentage for the Board.

Vice Chairman Peterson Price asked for an updated staff list to be compiled and given to the
Board. Mickey responded staff would do that.

She also mentioned she attended the Senior Center patio renovation-grand opening, commenting
much of the work was done through volunteer efforts and said it was very impressive. She
hoped more room would be coming for the Senior Center. It is in dire need of this.

Vice Chairman Peterson Price asked Sara Rathsack for additional information regarding the
United States Tennis Association (USTA) Winter National Championship tournament coming to
the Tennis Center. Sara acknowledged the Tennis Center is hosting this, observing these are
young ladies playing at the top of their level. Vice Chairman Peterson Price asked Sara to keep
the Board posted on dates for this.

Vice Chairman Peterson-Price asked for some additional information on the Community Center
having hosted 693 groups this year for non-paid usage. She inquired how it was determined who
would qualify for non-paid usage. Sandy responded that there are many internal groups who
need meeting space and also Chandler Unified School District members qualify for non-paid
usage.

Boardmember Harrell noted that the report said Community Center room usage was down and it
was attributed in part to the opening of the City Hall. He felt that was a rational explanation but
also asked staft to monitor the fee schedule that is charged there. He has heard some feedback
that the prices are steep enough that it discourages individuals/groups from going there.

d. Park Development Update — Don Tolle
Don Tolle, Park Planning Superintendent, gave the Board a brief park development update.
4. ACTION

a. Renaming of West Chandler Park

Park Development and Operations Manager, Mickey Ohland introduced this topic. He explained
that in 2004 the Parks and Recreation Board and the City Council approved a naming and



renaming criteria for City parks. Since then two parks have been renamed: West Mini Park to
Park Manors and Canal Park to Crossbow. Mickey reported that several months ago Parks and
Recreation Boardmember Bill Staples approached staff with the idea of renaming West Chandler
Park to Nozomi Park. The Nozomi Park site is currently undeveloped and is south of the airport,
on the southeast corner of Queen Creek and McQueen roads. It is planned to be open space that
will be used for general recreation purposes. Due to the downturn in the economy, the
development of the park has been put on hold indefinitely. West Chandler Park is 20 acres in
size and is located west of Kyrene Road, south of Chandler Boulevard. The City leases that
property from the Kyrene School District. Mickey noted there was no specific reason for West
Chandler Park to have this name, other than it fit at the time. He also mentioned the City has an
aquatics facility there and participates in an IGA with the Kyrene School District. Mickey then
turned the discussion over to Boardmember Bill Staples.

Boardmember Staples clarified that he was making this presentation as a citizen and would be
abstaining from the vote. He stated his address in Chandler and thanked the Board for the
opportunity to speak.

He stated for the past two months he has been part of a campaign to rename the park from West
Chandler to Nozomi Park. Mr. Staples reported he met with City staff in 2011 and they
explained the process to get a park renamed. Mr. Staples then met with both groups affected,
those who lived near the existing plan for Nozomi Park (airport location) and then the nearby
residents of the West Chandler Park community. (At this point in the meeting Mr. Staples
circulated a flyer to the Board that had been distributed to the affected areas and then read from
it.) Mr. Staples stated he would like to have this accomplished by Feb 12, 2012 to correlate with
Chandler turning 100 years old, as well as various milestones relating to Japanese internment
camps and Japanese baseball.

Mr. Staples gave some background information stating that in 2005 the City of Chandler selected
the name Nozomi Park for a future Chandler park to honor all Japanese Americans who were
interned in Arizona during WWII. He explained that the word Nozomi means “hope” and was
inspired by the game of baseball played behind barbed wire in the internment camps. It gave
their lives a sense of normalcy while being incarcerated unjustly. Since the original Nozomi
Park is on hold indefinitely, and some of the involved individuals are now in their 80s, Mr.
Staples’ concern is they may not be around to see the original Nozomi Park come to fruition.
One of the reasons he thought West Chandler Park might be a good park for this purpose is that
it has a generic name.

Mr. Staples said this park will be a source of wisdom for future generations; it will put Chandler
on the map and show that Chandler is a good place to live, work, and play baseball and other
sports. Mr. Staples thanked the Board and staff for their time and asked them to support the
name change.

Chairman Visser asked if there were any comments from the public. There were none.

Boardmember Harrell asked how long the lease is for with Tempe Union Schools. Mickey
responded it is for 40 years. Discussion ensued. Chairman Visser mentioned that the land to the



south of the park was originally going to be a high school, but there are no present plans for that
to happen.

Mickey Ohland stated that for the record, one negative comment has been made and distributed
an email to the Board.

Boardmember Harrell thanked Boardmember Staples for doing this the right way. He said it is a
wonderful idea, it says a lot about Chandler and he is honored to support it. He added that he was
glad Boardmember Staples did not let this issue die on the vine, as Boardmember Staples
mentioned earlier.

Mickey Ohland said he would like to commend Mr. Staples as well. Mr. Staples took the time to
meet with the appropriate Community Services Department staff and followed all the processes.
Mickey said he appreciated all the work Mr. Staples did.

Boardmember Testa observed that it is actually a better location than the one previously planned
for. Boardmember Staples said it is more geographically relevant. Boardmember Testa said to
make sure a kiosk gets installed to change this. Mickey Ohland responded that the kiosk
placements were a part of the ‘History in your Backyard’ program which had been eliminated
due to budget cuts. However, he thinks there are some grant opportunities that could be utilized
for this purpose, although it might lengthen the process. Boardmember Staples asked if the City
would be open to donations from private individuals. Mickey responded affirmatively.

Vice Chairman Linda Peterson Price stated that based on community support she
moved to recommended to the City Council the renaming of West Chandler Park to
Nozomi Park. Boardmember Harrell seconded the motion. The rest of the
Boardmembers present voted unanimously to approve the park re-naming, with
Boardmember Staples abstaining from the vote. APPROVED 5-0

Chairman, members of the Board and Parks & Recreation staff -- thank you for the opportunity
to speak with you tonight.

For the record, my name is Bill Staples, and I live at 731 S. Stanley Place, Chandler 85226.

For the past two months I have been part of a campaign to change the name of "West Chandler
Park" to “Nozomi Park”.



I met with City of Chandler Parks & Recreation staff in August 2011, and they laid out the
process that we needed to follow. This was a tough one, because we needed buy-in from two
communities: First, those who live near the original “Nozomi Park™ (at Queen Creek &
McQueen), which is the Lantana Ranch Homeowners. I met with their HOA in September 2011
and received their blessing. Next was buy-in from those who live in the “West Chandler Park”
community.

The process was challenging. But the message was simple:

In 2005 the City of Chandler selected the name "Nozomi Park" for a new park site to honor all
Japanese Americans who were interned in Arizona during WWII. Nozomi is the Japanese word
for "hope" and was inspired by the game of baseball that was played behind barbed wire in the
camps. Ultimately the game gave an entire community a sense of hope and normalcy, making
life bearable while being unjustly incarcerated by their own country. Unfortunately the City of
Chandler has tabled plans for Nozomi Park because of the budget shortfall.

Instead of letting this good idea "die on the vine," the Arizona Baseball Community -- the
official adopt-a-park sponsors of West Chandler Park -- is asking for your support to rename
West Chandler Park to Nozomi Park. The goal is have these changes in place to re-dedicate the
park in Feb 2012, the 70th anniversary of the start of Japanese American internment in Arizona.

o Naming this Chandler City park Nozomi Park is a wonderful opportunity to
remember what happened to a large ethnic group in AZ and which will,
hopefully, help prevent this sort of mass incarceration of any ethnic group
from ever occurring again in the US.

“A foreign word? Why can’t it be an ‘American’ word?”
“I God-damn Jap word? Jesus Christ!”
The residents of ZIP code 85226 do not reflect Japanese ancestry. “While
this area is very diverse, there are people from China, India, Hispanic, as well
as traditional European or Native groups, there are few people from Japan.”

It’s a timeless message for a multicultural society. And that’s just one of the reasons why the
Arizona Centennial Commission has recognized the Japanese American Internment as one of the
most important chapters of Arizona history of the last 100 years (1912-2012).

In closing, I ask the members of the Parks and Recreation board to support our community’s
desire and the city’s decision to rename “West Chandler Park™ to “Nozomi Park”.

By adopting this new name we will honor the past, educate the present, and provide a source of
wisdom future generations. It will put Chandler on the map. It will tell the world that Chandler is
a great place to visit, work, live and play (play baseball that is ;-).
