Request: Use Permit approval to sell liquor for on-premise consumption
only within an existing restaurant (Series 12 Restaurant License)

Location: 2095 N. Dobson Road, Suite #3

RECOMMENDATION

Planning Commission and Staff, finding consistency with the General Plan and the zoning,
recommend approval subject to conditions.

BACKGROUND

The request is for Use Permit approval to sell all types of alcohol for on-premise consumption
under a Series 12 Restaurant License. The subject site has an existing Liquor Use Permit which
was approved on June 28, 2007 which had a one-year time frame on it. The only significant
change from the 2007 approval, is the removal of the previously stipulated one-year time limit
for staff review.

The subject site’s zoning is C-2/ PAD. The subject site includes an approximately 3,800 square
foot building with seating for approximately 90 persons. The restaurant is open seven days a
week from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. and has no live entertainment, but will have two televisions that
broadcast primarily oriental stations.
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A Series 12 Restaurant License allows the on-site sale of beer, wine, and spirits for on-premise
consumption. Under a typical Series 12 license the establishment must derive at least 40 percent
of its gross revenue from the sale of food and non-alcoholic beverages.

DISCUSSION

Planning Commission and Staff support the request, finding the restaurant is appropriate at this
location. The subject site has been a good neighbor to the surrounding tenants, having no
complaints filed with the Police Department or opposition during the neighborhood meeting and
public notification process.

e A neighborhood meeting was held on December 5, 2012 at the subject site. There were no
neighbors in attendance.

A Liquor application has been submitted to the State of Arizona for the Pho Van Viet Namese restaurant,
locate a 2095 N. Dobson Rd. Suite #3 In Chandler, Az.

The business is in the Dobson Park Plaza which is located on the Northeast corner of Dobson and warner
Rds. The restaurant will cater primarily to Viet Namese, but will also provide American cuisine, both at
reasonable prices. (See Attached Menu). The restaurant is well appointed with modern furniture and
equipment. The new owner purchased the restaurant intact and the interior will remain the same as
that of the original owner. A Series 12 Restaurant license has been applied for to the State,. It will allow
the on premises service of all types of alcohol, no off premise sales will be allowed.

The business will be open Seven days a week from 10 A.M. to 10 P.M. There will be two televisions that
broadcast primarily oriental stations. There will be no live music, or late hours. No coin operated

machines will be allowed.

The restaurant covers about 3800 Square feet of the total lot area which contains approximately
238,481 Sq. Ft.

Seating is available inside only and has room for approximately 90 patrons. No patio or outside dining
will be available. The restaurant has adequate parking and shares a large parking lot with other business,
most of which are not open late. Adequate parking for handicapped patrons is available.

No site improvements or landscaping improvements were needed.

There are other restaurants in the same or near proximity as well as the anchor store which is Lee Lee
Oriental Foods. The sale of alcohol to diners will not impact the other locations in any way.
