5. SUBJECT: Project Agreement with Gavan & Barker, Inc., for Layton Lakes Park Design Services

6. RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends City Council award a Project Agreement to Gavan & Barker, Inc.,
for design services, for Layton Lakes Park, pursuant to Annual Park Design Services Contract No.
EN1511.101, Project No. PR1613.202, in an amount not to exceed $109,612.00.

7. BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: The City’s system of neighborhood parks is intended to serve Chandler’s
residential areas with a variety of active and passive recreational facilities. It is the City’s goal to provide,
where possible, one neighborhood park for each square mile of residential development. Each year, the
Community Services Department receives requests made by citizens for additional neighborhood parks. In
2008, the City of Chandler purchased 7.11 acres of land (Layton Lakes Park site) located in the square mile
bordered by Queen Creek, Gilbert, Ocotillo, and Lindsay Roads. This park will serve the neighborhood park
needs for the residents in this square mile.

On September 15, 2016, City Council approved an annual contract with Gavan & Barker, Inc., for park design
services. This project agreement will provide for the design and development of construction documents for
the development of Layton Lakes Park. Amenities for this park include: open turf areas, lighted sand volleyball
and basketball courts, playground equipment with shade structures, swings, court games, picnic ramadas,
drinking fountain, bike racks, benches, trash receptacles and lighted walkways.

As with all park development projects, citizen input on the design and development of the park is very
important. On September 14, 2016, Park Development and Operations staff facilitated a public meeting to
receive input from Chandler citizens regarding the design of the park. Overall, the input received at the public
meeting was very appreciative and supportive. The conceptual master plan was then endorsed by the Parks
and Recreation Board at their October 4, 2016, meeting.

The term of this design services contract is 150 days from the Notice to Proceed. The construction of the park
will begin in late spring 2017 with completion anticipated for late summer 2017.

8. EVALUATION: City staff reviewed the scope of work, billing rates, and total fee for the project and
determined them to be reasonable. This project is within the parameters of the annual contract for park design
services with this firm.

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PROJECT AGREEMENT
PURSUANT TO ANNUAL CONTRACT NO. EN1511.101

PROJECT AGREEMENT NO: PR1613.202

This PROJECT AGREEMENT is made this day of , 2016, by and between
the City of Chandler, a municipal corporation (hereinafter referred to as “CITY”) and Gavan &
Barker, Inc., an Arizona corporation (hereinafter referred to as “Annual Consultant”) and is a project
agreement entered into pursuant to Annual Contract No. EN1511.101.

CITY and Gavan & Barker, Inc., in consideration of the mutual covenants herein set forth, agree as
follows:

ARTICLE 1 - DESCRIPTION OF WORK:

This project is Park Site at Layton Lakes, Project Number PR1613.202. The scope of work
consists of design, permitting and development of construction documents, for the development of a
new park at the Layton Lakes area, all as more particularly set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference.

The Annual Consultant shall not accept any change of scope, or change in contract provisions,
unless issued in writing, as a contract amendment and signed by the Contract Administrator.

ARTICLE 2 - CONTRACT PRICE:

CITY shall pay Annual Consultant for completion of the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents a fee not to exceed One Hundred Nine Thousand Six Hundred Twelve Dollars
($109,612) determined and payable as set forth in Annual Contract EN1511.101 and Exhibit B
attached hereto and made a part hereof by reference.

ARTICLE 3 - CONTRACT TIME:

The contract time is One Hundred Fifty calendar days and Annual Consultant agrees to complete all
work within One Hundred Fifty (150) calendar days of the date CITY issues a Notice to Proceed.

ARTICLE 4 - GENERAL:

This Project Agreement is entered into pursuant to Annual Contract No. EN1511.101 and the terms
and conditions contained therein are incorporated herein by reference as if set forth in full.

SCOPE OF WORK

Annual Consultant will provide services for the design, permitting and development of construction
documents, for the development of a new park at the Layton Lakes area, located in the square mile
bordered by Queen Creek Road, Ocotillo Road, Gilbert Road, and Lindsay Road, in Chandler,
Arizona, all as more specifically described herein below.

The new park includes approximately 7 acres and is located between Layton Lakes Boulevard and
Mingus Drive, and north of Haley Elementary School located on Layton Lakes Boulevard. The
design may include, but not be limited to, Sidewalks, Playgrounds, Ramada(s), Drinking Fountain,
Sport Court(s), Lighting, Landscaping and Irrigation, and other associated functions.

DESIGN SCOPE OF SERVICES:

Annual Consultant shall provide all design services for the Project including, but not limited to,
normal survey, landscape, civil, electrical, and geotechnical engineering services.

1.1. Project management: consuitant coordination, monitor schedule, quality control
1.2.  Monthly progress meetings (approximately 3 meetings)
1.3. Comment resolution meetings (approximately 2 meetings)

2. Utility/Agency Coordination / Design Conflict Review —~ Annual Consultant shall provide
coordination with utility companies and agencies in accordance with the latest version of the
“Public Improvement Project Guide” (PIPG).

Annual Consultant shall identify utility conflicts during the initial stages of the design process,
and shall coordinate utility conflict reviews at 60% through final plans until a “No-Conflict’
review is obtained or conflicts are resolved.

Annual Consultant shall coordinate the design of the utilities, which includes, but is not limited
to, services for electric, potable water, and reclaimed water systems.

Annual Consultant shall coordinate the reclaimed water irrigation connection through the
Maricopa County Environmental Services. Annual Consultant shall coordinate the “Approval to
Construct” application package to the County for the use of reclaimed water for irrigation. The
“Approval of Construction” will be provided in a construction administration services provided
under a separate contract agreement.

3. Geotechnical Investigations - Annual Consultant will provide Geotechnical reconnaissance
and recommendations for the site grading, retention percolation tests, sidewalks, and
associated structures. Representative samples shall be obtained (field exploration) and
appropriate lab testing and analysis shall be conducted for the design of pavements and
foundations. Recommendations and conclusions will be presented in the final report. Sub-
surface soil conditions, established by the geotechnical investigations, shall be incorporated
into the bid documents in a manner usable to the excavation and foundation bidding and
construction.
