SHOPPING
•	 Bring reusable bags! – Reuse plastic bags or recycle at your 

local grocer.

GROCERY TIPS
•	 Buy in bulk – Reduces packaging & extra trips to the grocery 
store!

ENTERTAINING
•	 Make recycling easy for guests.  Place a recycling basket inside 

along with a list of what is recyclable in Chandler.  

GIFT WRAP -  DO NOT RECYCLE (Glitter, metallic print, 
bright ink cause problems for paper recyclers)
•	 Choose gift bags and boxes that can be reused next year

used items to charities.
•	 Have extra holiday recycling and trash? Call 480-782-3510 to 
schedule a free bulk collection.

Recycle your Christmas Tree!
December 26 - January 13
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RECYCLE IN THE BLUE CAN!
PAPER - Printing paper, newspapers, including holiday ads,  
catalogs, magazines, paper sacks & bagged shredded paper. NO 
GIFT WRAP, COATED GIFT BAGS, RIBBON, TISSUE PAPER, GREETING 
CARDS, PAPER PLATES,  NAPKINS or PAPER TOWELS.

CARDBOARD - Empty, flat boxes from gifts, prepared food 
boxes, empty toilet tissue, paper towels and gift paper rolls.

PLASTIC - BOTTLES, CUPS & JUGS - Includes milk, juice, 
soda, water, liquid soap, margarine type containers with recycle 
symbols (#1 - #6).  NO STYROFOAM, PACKING PEANUTS, PLASTIC 
BAGS OR PLASTIC WRAP, EVEN IF MARKED AS RECYCLABLE.

AEROSOL CANS - Empty cans that held food & beauty products 
such as whipped cream, cooking spray, deodorant & shaving cream. 

ALUMINUM & STEEL/TIN - Aluminum beverage cans, clean 
pie tins & aluminum foil.  Soup, veggie and fruit cans. NO OTHER 
SCRAP METALS.

GLASS - Clear, green & brown bottles & jars from food and bever-
ages such as salad dressing, wine & beer, pickles & olives.   
NO MIRRORS, DRINKING GLASSES OR PLATES.

Remove all caps & lids, drain, rinse and dry containers  
before placing in your recycling can.

Roll your can to the curb by 6 a.m. on your  
scheduled recycling day!
