Request: Liquor Use Permit approval to sell and serve liquor as permitted
under a Series 12 Restaurant License for on-premises sales indoors
and within an outdoor patio

Location: 800 N. 54" Street, Suite 5
Applicant:  Andrea Lewkowitz/Lewkowitz Law Office, PLC

RECOMMENDATION
Upon finding the request to be consistent with the General Plan, Planning Staff recommends
approval subject to conditions.

BACKGROUND

This new restaurant will be located in Chandler Pavilions at the southwest corner of 54™ and
Harrison streets. The tenant space is approximately 2,356 square feet with approximately 67
seats inside and 15 seats outside. The tenant space was formerly occupied by a barbecue store.
Other adjacent businesses include Sports Clips hair salon and Jimmy John’s restaurant.

The application requests Liquor Use Permit approval to sell liquor as permitted under a Series 12
Restaurant License within a new restaurant. A Series 12 Restaurant License allows an
establishment the on-site sale and serving of all types of spirituous liquor for on-premise
consumption and requires at least 40% of gross revenue from the sale of food.

RECOMMENDED ACTION
Planning Staff, upon finding consistency with the General Plan, recommends approval of Liquor
Use Permit LUP14-0008 TOKYO JOE’S, subject to the following conditions:

1. Expansion, modification, or relocation beyond the approved exhibits (Site Plan, Floor Plan,
and Narrative) shall void the Liquor Use Permit and require new Liquor Use Permit re-
application and approval.

2. The Liquor Use Permit is granted for a Series 12 (Restaurant License) only, and any change
of licenses shall require re-application and new Liquor Use Permit approval.

3. The Liquor Use Permit is non-transferable to other store locations.
4. The site shall be maintained in a clean and orderly manner.

Motion to recommend approval of Liquor Use Permit case LUP14-0008 TOKYO JOE’S, subject
to the conditions recommended by Planning Staff.

Tokyo, Inc. plans to open its second valley Tokyo Joe's restaurant at 800 N. 54 Street, Suite 5 in
the Chandler Pavilions shopping center in the summer of 2014. Since opening its first restaurant
in Colorado in 1996, the business has grown to 29 locations in Colorado and one in Mesa,
Arizona. The menu features healthy Japanese food - healthy in its origin and its preparation.
Tokyo, Inc. has applied for a Series 12 Restaurant liquor license to allow guests 21 and over the
opportunity to purchase alcoholic beverages with the meals they enjoy. Series 12 licenses allow
for on-premises consumption of beer, wine and spirits; 40% of the restaurant’s food and
beverage sales must come from the sale of food.

The restaurant will occupy 2,356 square feet at the east end of the commercial building in the
space previously occupied by Barbecues Galore, The entrance is on the north side in line with
the businesses at the west end of the building (Jimmy John’s and Sports Clips). The center
space (approximately 2000 square feet) is vacant.

The restaurant will seat 67 guests inside and 15 guests outside. There will not be any televisions,
games, dancing or live music, but there will be recorded music inside. Applicant proposes to

place small tables along the building front for outdoor dining; the tables will not interfere with
pedestrian access.

Tokyo Joe's will be open daily from 10:45 am until 9:05 pm. The restaurant will employ
approximately 20 staff. The restaurant is scheduled to open in July, 2014.
