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The restaurant is located within the Monterey Vista Village commercial retail center at the 
northwest corner of McQueen and Pecos Roads. The application requests Use Permit approval to 
allow liquor indoors and within an outdoor dining area. The restaurant's hours of operation are 
seven days a week 11:OO a.m. to closing, which varies between 12 a.m. and 2 a.m. depending on 
weekends and weekdays. The restaurant has another valley location in Peoria. 

The tenant space is approximately 4,146 square feet in size with a patio area of 1,873 square feet 
in size. The total seating capacity of the restaurant is approximately 120 seats indoors and 120 
seats outdoors on the patio. There is no representation of live entertainment, game rooms, pool 
tables, dance floor, stage, and the like. There are plasma and LCD screen televisions indoors and 
outside for the patio. The patio includes ceiling fans and strip heaters mounted to the canopy 
cover. 

The proposed patio is located on the suite's south side. The patio is accessed from the 
restaurant's dining area. A 6'6" sidewalk is maintained adjacent to the patio and the adjacent 
retail building for pedestrian access. The patio provides appropriate passing space for pedestrians 
to access the commercial center. The patio is cordoned off with decorative black, wrought iron 
rail fencing on top of a low wall. 

The applicant has conveyed the patio will comply with the Smoke Free Arizona Act. Door and 
windows adjacent to the patio will be equipped with mechanical devices to prevent smoke going 
into the restaurant's interior, which is also required when the main entrance is less than 20 feet 
from the patio. 

PUBLIC / NEIGHBORHOOD NOTIFICATION 
The request was noticed in accordance with the requirements of the Chandler Zoning Code. 
A neighborhood meeting was held on June 111 2007. No one attended other-than the 
applicant. 
The Police Department has been informed of the application and has responded with no 
issues or concerns. 
Following Planning Commission's meeting, Staff received a phone call from a resident 
opposed to the Use Permit. The resident lives over 800 feet away from the building in the 
adjacent single-family subdivision. The resident is concerned with drunk driving and crime 
related to the approval of liquor stating this is a single-family area with a school and kids, 
and liquor is not compatible.

Planning Commission added Condition No. 7 for a one-year time limit. 

RECOMMENDED ACTION 
Planning Commission and Staff, upon finding consistency with the General Plan and PAD 
zoning, recommend approval of UP07-0023 MCDUFFY'S RESTAURANT Use Permit, subject 
to the following conditions: 
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1. Expansion, modification, or relocation beyond the approved exhibits (Site Plan, Floor Plan, 
and Narrative) shall void the Use Permit and require new Use Permit re-application and 
approval. 

2. Any substantial change in the floor plan to include such items as, but not limited to, a bar 
serving area or the addition of entertainment related uses shall require new Use Permit 
reapplication and approval. 

3. The Use Permit is granted for a Series 12 license only, and any change of licenses shall 
require re-application and new Use Permit approval. 

4. The Use Permit is non-transferable to other restaurant locations. 

5. The landscaping shall be maintained at a level consistent with or better than at the time of 
planting. The site shall be maintained in a clean and orderly manner. 

6. The landscaping in all open-spaces and rights-of-way shall be maintained by the adjacent 
property owner or property owners' association. 

7. The Use Permit shall remain in effect for one (1) year from the effective date of City Council 
approval. Continuation of the Use Permit beyond the expiration date shall require re- 
application to and approval by the City of Chandler. 

PROPOSED MOTION 
Move to approve the Use Permit UP07-0023 MCDUFFY'S RESTAURANT, subject to the 
conditions recommended by Planning Commission and Staff.
