Prescription medication and reading glasses
First aid kit

The emergency kit should contain items that
will help the family in the event of a power
outage, suspension of water service and the
inability to access supermarkets or other local
services.

Flashlights and extra batteries

Crank generator

Emergencies can happen anywhere at any time,
so it is recommended to also keep a small
emergency Kit in every vehicle. Be prepared to
take care of yourself and those you care for; it's
well worth it.
